Topics covered include refining a research question, collecting and critically appraising literature, developing a methodologically sound research design, developing appropriate tests and measures, data management and analysis and planning for meaningful knowledge translation. This course will be taught using a blended instruction model (“flipped classroom”) with independent work completed using creo™ and class time used for active work-shopping of concepts.
